Barings Bank of England was founded in 1762, asé to be one of the greatest banks in
England. It was this banking house that was uséthierica’s Louisiana Purchase (1803) and
later this same bank became tied to the Britishandy.

Far East stock markets. When his trading was desea on
February 23, 1995 he had lost 1.4 billion dolla#sweek later, unable to recover from such a loss,
the 233 year old bank collapsed. Later in that y#&B, a Dutch bank, purchased Barings for 1£.

To Some an Obstacle to Others an Opportunity

Matthew Fontaine Maury must have been greatly sasitievhen he
understood the orders implying that he would neadragain as a U.S.
naval officer. This Tennessee farm boy had esctapsda, sailed
around the world, and had risen to the rank otdéirant, when after a
visit home, he had been thrown from the top ogatoach.

With his permanently injured leg, the Navy now sidlered Mr.
Maury unfit for sea duty, and assigned him in 1842 stuffy office at
its Depot of Charts and Instruments. What thisngpman, who limped
for the rest of his life did, became of more valo@n should he have
obtained the position of Admiral.

In the depot’s vault, Mr. Maury found the ship $ogf virtually every ship that had sailed in the
U.S. Navy. Old paper work to the Navy, they repreed a treasury of information to the young
lieutenant, revealing weather and sea conditions\ery month in all parts of the world.

Mr. Maury persuaded the Navy to enhance the dodieevith a standardized form for all the
new data taken aboard the Navy's ships. With imallsstaff, he set

about compiling a set of navigational charts to negphighways of the
sea as they had never before been mapped.

This work took years, and eventually was firstimited in 1847 as
Wind and Current ChartsThis book, and subsequent titles, became as
valuable as any instrument of navigation aboargd.sMaury’s charts and
Sailing Directionsreduced voyages by days, weeks, and many long
passages by a third of the sailing time, while wagrtaptains away from
stormy areas. The time saved, profit benefited,sffering spared
cannot be measured.
